Each message will help us grow in confidence that the Bible is trustworthy, that it reveals the very heart of God, 
and that it provides everything we need for living, leading, and loving well.  

Whether you’ve followed Christ for decades or are just beginning to explore faith, our prayer is that you will 
learn to hear God’s voice more clearly—and that His Word will take deeper root in your life. 

Because when God’s Word fills a heart, it reshapes a home. When it reshapes a home, it influences a genera-
tion. And when it influences a generation, it can transform a community and impact the world. 

Beginning in January, we will provide a 52-week New Testament reading plan, designed to be manageable, flexi-
ble, and accessible for every stage of life. Each week, participants will read a selected portion of Scripture, al-
lowing God’s Word to shape our hearts, guide our homes, and unite our church family around a shared spiritual 
rhythm.
